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Introduction

TRANSBIO: Matching Transoceanic Biotechnology Opportunities,

Is a European funded project committed to the promotion of Transnational Technology

Transfer (TTT) in the Biotechnology field.

The idea for such proposal arose from the objective of the European call INNOV7,

focused on developing new methodology for successful TTT.

The project involves also North American regions (Massachusetts and Quebec) and it
was the only one funded among 200 proposals involving third countries (not European

countries.)

Between Europe and North America.

This general purpose will be reached through different steps:

. Creation of a European Joint Technology Catalogue (including JTO and JTR)
(30 Profiles expected)
. Promotion of the European Joint Technology Catalogue to United States and Canada
. Organization of an international brokerage event with the participation
of North America and Europe to achieve Technology Transfer Agreements
. Organization of internships in North America for the European technical staff
. Consulting and tutoring for the enterprises in the phase of negotiation of the agreements
. Continuous Flow of the North American Technology Offers and Requests to Europe
